Digital Stories: How to upload them onto the net


Uploading photostories to the Internet
You can subscribe to several free internet services:
· ourmedia.org. For example How to use printscreen & paint, a tutorial for my students created with CaptureCAMPRO and Catching Marlin, a short version of a video created by my mad fisherman nephew (it goes with a podcast of an interview with him).
Our media has changed a bit recently, you should download SpinXpress also. It works much better than ourmedia by itself.
· youtube. Examples: Sydney Harbour Bridge Pylon Lookout, photostory created by Anna, one of my students after an excursion, with bubbleshare (see below); Catching Marlin, a video created by my mad fisherman nephew.  
· photobucket. Examples: Salsa Lesson (a test to teach myself how to do it, after an end of the semester party), and Djimi created by Robert, one of my students interviewing a classmate. 
· bubleshare is a different way of creating a photostory. It’s like powerpoint, you can record your voice onto each picture. Anna, an ESOL student created this one after an excursion, Sydney Harbour Bridge Pylon Lookout. I uploaded it onto youtube. Check the one created by Delia Broadshaw. It shows how simple and effective bubbleshare is to tell a story.
Once you subscribe, just follow their instructions. It’s quite simple, but you need to be patient as it usually takes time. Most of them offer the possibility of publishing a video monitor onto your blog. It’s the option with <embed……></embed>. You just copy it onto the HTML window of your blog.  Good luck!
